Example - Clean up events were held in two towns in March, May and September. Approximately 400 volunteers took part in each town collecting over 4 tonnes of waste in total. The organic waste was separated for composting and paper was sent to commercial recycling facilities. A tree planting and environmental education campaign was held in conjunction with the clean ups, reaching 1,205 students in 15 schools. The campaign has helped to reduce plastic bag use and created a cleaner, healthier environment in the two communities.
